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CMDP Overview in 2011

The Data Bank of Chinese Hematopoietic Stem Cell Donors, also known as the China Marrow Donor
Program (CMDP), is a non-profit organization under the umbrella of the Red Cross Society of China (RCSC).

CMDP was established in 1992 and subsequently reactivated in 2001. Its mission is to regulate and
administer unrelated hematopoietic stem cell (HSC) donor recruitment, HLA (Human Leukocyte Antigen)
typing and stem cell transplantation for genetically matched donors in China.

By the end of 2011, CMDP enlisted a total of 1.48 million potential unrelated hematopoietic stem cell
donors. It provided 598 qualified donors for successful transplantations, including 13 donors for overseas
patients. The total number of HSC product donation reached 2576. Over 70% of data of CMDP’s newly
recruited potential donors in 2011 was high-resolution typing data, which significantly saved the time in
activating potential donors and improved the efficiency of clinical service for transplant.

The HSC donation has drawn increasing attention from all works of life in this year. A number of top state
leaders called for extensive publicity upon donors with extraordinary selfness dedication. Many donors
were awarded national honorary titles. Upon a couple of important events, including the 10" Anniversary of
CMDP Reactivation and CMDP’s 3™ Annual Conference, CMDP strengthened publicity effort and published
a series of promotional materials. The mainstream media helped a lot to enhance CMDP’s image by
covering CMDP’s news events, both major conferences and emerging news events.

In 2011, CMDP finished IT network upgrading project initialization. Both hardware and software of the
network will be upgraded, the performance will be improved significantly. CMDP’s common and well-
documented (CWD) alleles catalogue project filled the gaps in this field for ethnic Chinese. The cheek swab
collection pioneer project laid a foundation for testing advanced technology for improving the process of
donor recruitment.

During CMDP’s 3™ Annual Conference, delegations from NMDP and the Tzu Chi Stem Cell Center paid
friendly visit to CMDP. In June, 2011, a CMDP delegation visited registries in Italia and South Africa. Another
CMDP delegation made a journey to registries in Germany and Russia in the August. Regular international
exchange program brought multiply benefits, including absorbing the right technologies and operational
practice from the other registries, broadening CMDP’s horizons and strengthening the friendship.

In 2011, CMDP gained glorious accomplishment upon 10" Anniversary of CMDP Reactivation and the
1% year of the 12" Five-Year Plan that the National Lottery Fund set for CMDP. After 10 years of difficult
development, CMDP achieved a qualitative leap in technological innovation, medical research, vision and
system building. Looking to the future, the growth of CMDP, an important program of Red Cross, will have a
long way to go. Starting at the milestone of 10" anniversary, CMDP will keep momentum for better growth,
continually improve quality of service, enhance the credibility, increase the influence, and strengthen
international exchange and cooperation, move forward steadily to becoming world-class registry.

1992
In 1992, entrusted by the Ministry of Health, RCSC initiated a new project to build

China's data bank of unrelated donors for bone marrow transplant. However, the

project was almost halted due to many reasons.

2001
RCSC reactivated the Data Bank of Chinese Hematopoietic Stem Cell Donors (also
known as CMDP). The preliminary IT network was set up. Executives decided to start
HLA typing by advanced molecular biology approach.

2002

RCSC launched large-scale fundraising and donor recruitment campaigns in Beijing,
Tianjin, Shanghai, Jiangsu, Liaoning, Sichuan, Shandong and Shenzhen.The official
website of CMDP (www.cmdp.org.cn) went online.

2003
CMDP became project financed by National Lottery Fund of China. Recruited

potential HSC donors reached 100,000. 81 HSC products provided to patients. 25
HLA typing laboratories were accredited and contracted. QC system for 2% random
sampling of data twice a year was built.

2004
Recruited potential HSC donors reached 200,000. 200 HSC products provided.A

patient in US become the 1% oversea recipient of CMDP's donor.

2005
Recruited potential HSC donors reached 300,000. 300 HSC products provided to

patients, including 8 oversea patients.

2006
Recruited potential HSC donors reached 500,000. 500 HSC products provided to

patients, including 16 oversea patients. The 1* CMDP Annual Conference was held.

2007
Recruited potential HSC donors reached 700,000. 800 HSC products provided.

2008
Recruited potential HSC donors reached 900,000. 1,000 HSC products provided.
All CMDP staff actively involved in RCSC's disaster relief operation upon May 12
Sichuan earthquake. In October, RCSC Volunteer Corps for HSC Donation was
established.

2009
Recruited potential HSC donors reached one million. 1,461 HSC products provided.
In May CMDP repository of blood and DNA sample was established in Beijing.
Also in May, CMDP's 2" Annual Conference was held. Compared to the 1% annual
conference,quantity and quality of publications with this conference were enhanced
significantly.

2010
Recruited potential HSC donors reached 1.28 million. 1,978 HSC productsprovided,

including more than 500 in this year, which was the highest annual record of
donation. The cheek swab collection pioneer project was implemented between
March and June. In October, a gathering of 12 HSC donor-recipient pairs, from
Hongkong, Taiwan as well as mainland China, was organized. Extensively covered
by mass media in the Greater China region, this event was wildly spread to

public. Also in 2010, CMDP completed the first-ever study on new gene of Chinese

population with 306 new alleles identified.

2011
In January, CMDP's number of donated HSC products reached 2,000. In

May, CMDP's 3" Annual Conference and the 10" Anniversary held in Beijing. Three
key research projects, common and well-documented (CWD) alleles catalogue
project, study on HLA typing and transplant and data analysis on post-transplant
follow-up survey, were highlighted at this conference. For the first time in history,
CMDP was invited to participate in a project financed by National High Technology
Research and Development Program of China (863 Program). In November, CMDP's
2" voluntary service conference was held in Shenzhen. By the end of 2011,

recruited potential HSC donors of CMDP reached 1.46 million and a total of 2,576
HSC products provided for transplant. The annual 2% random sampling inspection
error was 0.4%.
